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He refers to himself as “the best rapper alive. WHO?! The best rapper alive.” 
Some know him as Weezy F. Baby, and others know him as Lil’ Wayne. It doesn’t matter what name he’s known by, he was in Charlotte, NC, on Sept. 4, at the Verizon Wireless Amphitheater, and put on, what I would call, the performance of the year. The Lil’ Wayne concert was coheadlined by Jeezy, and featured  Soulja Boy, Pleasure P, Jeremih and the Young Money crew. 

Jeremih started off the concert when he came out performing his latest hit song, “Imma Star.” He then performed two more songs. The scene changed, when Pleasure P took the stage. While the audience was not very large at this time, the crowd still went crazy. After, there was a long break while stage members set up the stage for their next big act. The stage crew moved as quickly as possible, but the time it took them to set up the stage was a little much. 
The crowd started getting thicker, and the suspense started building. Gun shots began to bang over the loud speakers and everyone knew what it was time for Soulja Boy. He came out and conquered the crowd. Hits such as “Kiss Me Through The Phone,” “Turn My Swag On” and “She Got A Donk,” were performed, and the crowd began screaming, dancing and singing the songs. Everyone started getting “crunk,” and at that moment the feeling set in that the concert had truly begun. 

After Soulja Boy was done, once again, the stage had to be set up for the next performer. The adrenaline was rushing in everyone around, and this long backdrop change began to kill the mood. Right when we didn’t expect it, the lights glared in our face, and the big screens started playing a film. A make-believe news broadcast came on, and the search was one for “America’s Most Wanted,” also known as “Young Jeezy.” No one knew what was about to happen or where he would appear from, because the “news” said that he was missing. The crowd was booming with hooting and hollering. 
Everyone was looking around in such suspense, when all of a sudden, out walks Jeezy onto the stage. The crowd got so loud that my ears were ringing. He put on such a great show, that I didn’t know how Lil’ Wayne was going to top it. I was so nervous that the star co-headlining the concert would be better than the person headlining. Jeezy got everyone excited and ready to see the main show. When he was done he thanked his fans and ran off the stage. 

Finally, it was time for Lil’ Wayne to perform. The big screens got bright, and film of him walking back stage and around the place began to place. Suddenly, the crowd’s noise level begins to get louder with every word, and eventually the whole crowd was yelling, “Weezy, Weezy, Weezy, Weezy!” Everyone knew it was time for the main performer. 
Fire blew from the stage and on came Wayne, dancing and performing his first song. The crowd was insane! He performed and danced like it was his last time. He, at that moment, became more than just a star to fans. He became a real live person, on stage dancing, and laughing, and cutting jokes with his fans. 
During his performance, the crowd interaction was amazing. Everyone in the crowd was singing and hand their hands in the air. Even if they didn’t know the words they were still moving their mouths like they did, which in some cases became a little bit aggravating. Girls were standing on the rails of the lawn screaming and saying and yelling that they loved him. 

Wayne performed songs such as “Every Girl,” “Sky is the Limit,” “Lollipop,” and small snippets from songs such as “Fireman” and “My Life.” His interaction with the crowd made the concert livelier. He performed a song and within it, he stated that he was “lookin’ for a wife tonight,” while he took his sunglasses off, and winked at the girls in the crowd. The girls started screaming a loud, high pitched scream.

He also incorporated the boys’ interaction while performing. He asked the audience how many smokers there were. “I’m not talking about cigarettes; I’m talking about that Kush!” The crowd roared, and even the people who didn’t smoke started yelling, just to say that Weezy was talking to them. This was the introduction for his hit song “Kush.” The way in introduced it made the crowd even more involved in the song. 

He took a break while DJ Drama played some songs. One song played was Drake’s song, “Best I Ever Had,” which was played in tribute. Drake could not perform because of a broken leg.

When Weezy came back out, he introduced his Young Money crew. Nicki Minaj, Lil Twist, Lil Chuckee, Tyga, Gudda Gudda, Jae Millz, and T-Streets, were all introduced as Young Money members, and performed a song each for the crowd.   

The concert was at an outside venue, which helped the ears of listeners very much. It was so loud outside, that I couldn’t imagine how loud it would have been if we were in an indoor arena. 

After the concert the traffic was horrible, and trying to get out and leave was beyond chaotic. Girls were fighting and pulling each others hair, doing the usual pointing the finger, bobbing the head, and yelling. Boy on the other hand, got very extreme while hitting other boys in the face with lawn chairs and busting their heads up. It was so scary that everyone was trying to leave and in a hurry, but no one could go anywhere. Adrenaline was rushing in everyone and their actions moved faster than their minds. 
The concert overall was amazing. There were a few stage changes that took a little too long, but it will be extremely hard to top. Lil’ Wayne may have had the concert of the year! This concert receives five horseshoes from me. If you haven’t seen him yet, you’ll have to wait until next year. He will be in London and Paris Oct. 7, 8, 10 and 11.
