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discussion of course content with the application of important learning strategies. e outcomes of this
program encourage critical thinking and changes to the way that many students approach learning.

e chapters that follow look at the structure of SI and the critical role Sl can play in setting the stage
for deeper understanding of course content, and ultimately, for improved learning. e chapters also focus
on an overview of the model; a further examination of Sl that includes data outcomes; learning theories
that underpin SI; various strategies for program implementation; recruitment, selection, and training
of leaders; session strategies for various academic disciplines; expansion of Sl to a video-based program;
and international adaptations and future directions for the program. We hope you find this informative
and helpful as you design and implement programs for first-year and other students in transition.
