Completed proposals must be sent as an e-mail attachment to NRCrsrch@mailbox.sc.edu and received by the Center by 11:59 pm EST, July 1, 2011.  No submissions will be accepted after the deadline.  Early submissions are encouraged. Review of proposals begins after the July 1st deadline.  

A confirmation e-mail will be sent to the principal investigator within five business days of receipt of a grant application.  If the principal investigator does not receive a confirmation 

e-mail, please call Ryan Padgett at (803) 777-2134.

In your email submitting a proposal, please indicate where you first learned about the 2010-11 Paul P. Fidler Research Grant.  (This will have absolutely no impact on the reviews of your proposal.  It is merely our effort to see how well our promotional practices work.)

Please include the proposal’s title in the header of every page in your proposal.

Please also include an additional copy of the proposal with all identifying information removed for the purposes of blind review (i.e., submit a separate file that includes pages 2-3 of the application only).

Describe the research methodology.  Be sure to address the research question(s), sample/subject selection, data collection, instruments/protocols, and data analysis.  

Potential Implications (200 word maximum)

Be sure to discuss the potential impact of your findings on college student success.  

Timeline (100 word maximum or a small table)

Provide a timeline of activities related to this research.  Please include anticipated start date(s) and completion date(s) for all relevant activities (i.e., data collection, analysis, dissemination).  Please note that research must be completed so that presentation of findings can be made at the National Conference on Students in Transition in November, 2011.  

References (as needed, no word limit)

Fully cite all sources referenced in your proposal.  Please use APA style (6th edition) throughout the proposal.
