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Project PRIDE is a team made up of a special education teacher, physical therapist, occupational therapist, and speech therapist that will provide assistive technology evaluations to students in special education in Kershaw County.   The team will also provide training to teachers, parents, and the community.








What is Assistive Technology?





Assistive Technology is items, equipment, aides, etc that helps people with special needs do things more quickly, easily or inde-pendently. Assistive Technology allows children with disabilities to participate in activities and/or lessons alongside their non-disabled peers.
