Suggestions for Use of the CD ROM

This CD ROM is designed to be a self-paced instructional tool for educators, therapists, parents, students, and anyone who is interested in learning more about assistive technology in education. It can also be a source of information for presentations, articles and other resource materials that might be tailor-made for a specific audience. We hope you will spend some time in its contents and consider using the CD ROM in situations such as:
· In-service trainings for specific audiences (e.g., teachers, SLPs, OTs, PTs, administrators, IT personnel)

· AT funding presentations to parent-teacher meetings, non-profits organizations, etc.

· Presentations to legislators when advocating for assistive technology or disability legislation
· Manuals, instructions and other written materials designed for specific professional staff (e.g., teachers, therapists, administrators)

· Motivational or instructional materials for students using assistive technology 

· Web pages that provide resources for AT in the classroom

· Fact sheets on specific areas of assistive technology in education

· Newsletter articles on specific areas of assistive technology

· Conference exhibits and demonstrations (showing a chapter, the introduction or acknowledgements sections continuously on a laptop)

· Individual, self-paced trainings for teachers, therapists, students, etc.

If you want to use the CD ROM itself, familiarize yourself with its navigation. The first screen asks if you want to open an HTML version instead of the multimedia version. Click “yes” if you do not need to see the still pictures or if you are using a screen reader. You will still be able to see the videos. Click “no” on the first screen if you want to use the full media version. The introduction with music can easily be skipped.
You can save the entire CD ROM to your computer and not rely on the actual CD ROM. After inserting it into the computer drive, right click on the drive in the “My Computer” folder. Select “copy” and then paste the contents wherever you want to save it on your computer. Warning: this will take some time. The contents will be in a folder entitled “SCATP,” with the drive letter in parentheses. To run the CD ROM, double click on the “SCATP.exe” icon. 
Most of the information in the CD ROM is contained in 8 main chapters. It is designed to be accessible, offering different ways to access the information. On each screen, the bottom menu allows you to open a Word document or an HTML version of that specific page and chapter. In some chapters, the circular arrow on the bottom menu takes you back to the table of contents for that specific chapter. On each screen, you can choose to open the “Content Directory” and move to another chapter. The links to Internet resources should be active links. If you find a link that is not active, please contact Janet Jendron at jjendron@usit.net. The “Content Directory” also allows you to open up the entire CD ROM in a Word document containing proper headings for a screen reader (e.g., JAWS) to more easily navigate. 
If you want to import sections of the CD ROM:

1. Insert the CD ROM into your computer drive

2. Right click on the “My Computer” icon on your computer

Videos: Look at the folder entitled “av” and you’ll see all the videos on the CD ROM, separate icons. If you right click in the space of this folder, you can arrange icons by name or duration. The attached movie description list provides the length of each video segment. These videos can be inserted into presentations as you wish.

Word Documents: Look at the folder entitled “doc.” Don’t concern yourself with the folders, but look at the Word documents in this folder. Right click in the space of this folder and “arrange icons by type.” You’ll see all the Word documents contained in the CD ROM. The document entitled “South Carolina Curriculum Access through Assistive Technology” contains the entire CD ROM contents, formatted with correct headings so that a screen reader (e.g., JAWS) might more easily navigate the content. Also included are separate chapters from the CD ROM and video descriptions and texts. You can use “save as” to move the document to your computer, take the text and enter it into articles, web pages, presentations, manuals, etc. 
HTM/HTML documents: Open the folder entitled “doc.” Don’t concern yourself with the folders, but look at the .htm documents in this folder. Right click in the space of this folder and “arrange icons by type.” You’ll see all the html.htm documents. If you open one of these files, you’ll have an HTM document that includes links to the videos. 

Web Page Version: The entire CD ROM is online at http://www.sc.edu/scatp/CurrAccesthroughAT.htm, including videos. If you have Internet access, you could use the Web page to present specific material from the CD ROM. We still have a few glitches (e.g., there are some still pictures missing), so if you see a problem, please contact Janet Jendron at jjendron@usit.net. 
We have prepared several aids for using these materials:

· Descriptions of all the video segments showing length of each segment
· A list of video segments by general AT topic (e.g., Aug Com) 

· A list of video segments by the specific device demonstrated

· A list of video segments by the specific software demonstrated

· A list of video segments by school subject (e.g., Math, Spelling)

We hope you will use these materials to promote the acquisition, use and inclusion of assistive technology in our classrooms.
