ZoomText version 9.1 Screen Reader/Magnifier

Hardware:

· Dual monitors at work, one monitor at home. The dual monitors allow me to view more of the content on my screen without having to scroll as much from left to right.

· Screen resolution: 1024X786

· ZoomText keyboard (optional). The keyboard has a row of function keys at the top that perform many of the ZoomText functions I use frequently, so I don’t have to memorize keyboard commands or use extra clicks to access the on-screen interface. For example, I can toggle ZoomText on and off or quickly change the magnification level using one of the function keys on the ZoomText keyboard.

Software:

· Windows XP Professional at work, Windows Vista at home.

· ZoomText configuration:

· Magnification level: 3X or 4X, depending on the screen resolution

· Magnification window type: Full (The entire screen follows the mouse pointer as I move it, so I only see a portion of the content on my desktop.)

· Pointer enhancement: Large Yellow

· Speech rate: 85 words per minute

· Mouse hover echo: Echo all words in line or object

· AppReader: When this feature is activated, the entire document is read from start to finish, and a red box highlights the word being spoken.

· I can hear the links in the navigation bar at the top.

· I can hear the links and the text on the page

· I can activate AppReader in an article to listen to the entire page without having to hover my mouse over each line.

An example of an inaccessible site: http://www.charlestongrill.com
· Music automatically begins playing when I access the site. The music is distracting and makes it difficult for me to hear the screen reader.

· I can’t hear anything on the page because the text and links are embedded in some type of multimedia file, like Adobe Flash. My screen reader thinks the website is one big image.
· The color contrast is not strong enough for me to read the navigation link names easily.

· There isn’t an alternate way to get the content online. My only option is to call a phone number.
