5. Students in the Music Industry Studies, BS program are required to demonstrate proficiency in one foreign language equivalent to the 122 course
through course credit or the corresponding foreign language placement score.

6. The Carolina Core provides the common core of knowledge, skill and academic experience for all Carolina undergraduate students. The Carolina Core
AlU course must be passed with a C or higher and must not be an MUSC course.

7. Major Electives (9 hours): Students must complete a minimum of 6 hours of music major electives to be selected from any MUSC or MUED courses

8. No courses of a remedial, developmental, skill-acquiring, or vocational nature may apply as credit toward degrees in the School of Music. The School of

Music allows the use of the Pass-Fail option on elective courses. Further clarification on inapplicable courses can be obtained from the School of
