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About the BiblioBouts Project (http://bibliobouts.si.umich.edu/)
Designed and developed by a University of Michigan research team, the BiblioBouts game exposes students to expert research and discovery tools for the first time and gives them repeated practice using these tools. BiblioBouts is institution-neutral, discipline- neutral, and class-rank neutral (starting with high school and up). It is best suited to courses in which students complete research-and-writing assignments. BiblioBouts is funded by the Institute of Museum and Library Studies (IMLS).

Best Bibliography bout: Students specify a research topic and select the best sources that they will use to write their paper

Closer: Students become efficient at finding and saving digital citations and full-texts, assessing their relevance, and choosing the best ones on an academic topic

Rating & Tagging: Students develop proficiency evaluating sources based on indicators of their quality and their relevance to the broad-based topic

Best Bibliography: Students gain experience specifying their paper’s topic and choosing the best sources for writing their paper
