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Purpose: The advising syllabus promotes a consistent college-wide advising culture and ensures the successful development of the student during the advising process by achieving prescribed learning outcomes. 
Process– Effective Spring 2014
New Students
· New students will receive a copy of the advising syllabus during FSE.
· New students that do not attend FSE will receive a copy of the advising syllabus from an advisor in the Enrollment Center.
Readmit & Transfer Students
· Readmits will receive a copy of the advising syllabus from an advisor in the Enrollment Center or their previous advisor if they are pursuing the same major.
· Transfer students will receive a copy of the advising syllabus from an advisor in the Enrollment Center.
Returning/Current Students
· An email should be sent to all advisees before Priority Registration begins in March. The email should introduce the new advising syllabus and its purpose. The student should be encouraged to review the document before their registration appointment. 
· All advisors will cover the advising syllabus with their advisees during Spring 2014 Priority Registration and every semester thereafter.
Non-Degree & High School
· The advising syllabus will not be covered with this population.

Summer Registration Procedures
· All students that register in the Enrollment Center will receive a copy of the advising syllabus. This document will need to be revisited with assigned advisor during priority registration for the Fall 2014 semester.
